Do not have both the logo and icon 
together in the same graphic

Do not move the text around while 
retaining the colors and handwriting

If a different color is used, it must 
have significant contrast. No gray

Printed in color on a standard letter sized paper 
(8.5x11 inches, 612x792 pixels)

Printed in black and white on a standard letter 
sized paper (8.5x11 inches)

Post-its can be rearranged from month to month 
as long as there is clear reading order.

Each post-it includes the title, icons, and date of 
the meeting. 

Only use the standard color set for the posters. 
Using the World of Color results in hard to read 
color combinations.

Do not have each character a 
different color

Meeting Title in 33pt
Date & Time in 15.5pt

Description in 12pt

Text has 9px in-between 
each line

Icons fill 100px boxes each

Footer text in 8pt
